Facilities: Large dual-purpose hall suitable for indoor sports,
dances and concerts. The hall has a well equipped stage area.
There is an adjoining lounge/bar area which can be opened up for
parties and dances. Closed off from the main hall the lounge/bar
can be used as a small meeting room. The kitchen has been up-
dated to commercial kitchen standards to include a commercial
gas oven, hot cupboard, large fridge, dishwasher and stainless
steel work surfaces. The hall can accommodate 300 for dances
or 230 seated for concerts and plays. There is full access for
people with mobility difficulties and a disabled toilet. There is a
playing pitch and a floodlit ball court. The car park accommo-
dates 74 cars. The toilets have recently been refurbished to a
high standard and the oil-fired central heating system has been
upgraded and extended.
